Choose ONE question to answer for each assignment.  Please be sure to ask questions if you unsure about the topic!
1. Reflect on ONE skill (active listening, negotiation, cooperative problem solving, focus, encouragement of others, leadership, brainstorming) that you (you specifically) will need to develop in order to work better with others.  You must use examples from Drama class.
2. Is it better for the work in Drama to pick your own group, or have the teacher pick it for you?  Be sure to think about Drama class specifically, and how the atmosphere may be affected, how other people may be affected, and how might it change the way we work together?
3. Reflect on the role “trust” plays in the Drama room.  How does trust affect the work we do together?  Please use supporting details and/or examples from class.
4. Reflect on your ability to role-play.  Are you able to put yourself in someone else’s shoes?  You must give examples from class of a time when you were able to and why?
5. Reflect on someone else’s presentation, what was good about it, and what could have been better, and how?  Be sure to use specific examples, and use proper drama terminology. 
6. Reflect on a skill you (you specifically) have developed through Drama.  How did drama class help you improve this skill, and explain how it may be applied in real life.
7. When are you (you specifically) best able to “suspend disbelief”?  Is it when you are performing or when you are watching?  Please use specific examples.
8. Reflect on what you learned from work on a specific last presentation.  You must use specific examples from that presentation.
9.  What role (leader, follower, negotiator, etc.) did you play when planning your last group presentation?  Explain in detail.  How could you improve the effectiveness of this role? 
10.  Watch a live play.  How were staging and blocking used to help communicate  information about the characters.  What technical aspects of the production had an impact on the presentation?
